FLTT Surveys Major Transmission OEMs and Oil Manufactures – Part I
The Fuel and Lubricants Technology Team (FLTT) is currently in the process of evaluating the suitability of MIL-PRF-2104 requirements as they relate to transmission performance and reliability.  Products meeting the requirements of MIL-PRF-2104 are intended for the crankcase lubrication of reciprocating compression ignition engines as well as for use in power transmissions, hydraulic systems, and non-hypoid gear units of combat/tactical ground equipment, engineer/construction equipment, and material handling equipment.     

As part of our ongoing process to improve military equipment performance and reliability, and give our soldiers the winning edge on the battlefield, it was important that we first gather information and consider guidance from the oil and additive companies who supply military qualified lubricants and the transmission original equipment manufacturers (OEMs) who's equipment relies on these products for proper function and reliability. 

FLTT developed a questionnaire designed to gather information from the oil/additive industry and key OEMs.  The questions were intended to help us better understand current and future requirements of combat/tactical, commercial engineering/construction, and material handling equipment.
