FLTT to Join Forces with NAC and Detroit Public Schools
In a project supported by the National Automotive Center (NAC), FLTT will join forces with the Detroit Public School system to test an advanced oil filtration system called the Vortex.  The Vortex is a combination full flow and by-pass filter that incorporates a centrifugal, cleanable, fine mesh full flow filter with a disposable fine particle cotton by-pass filter.  The Detroit Public School systems busing operations has allows been uncomfortable with the stock 40 micron nominal filters recommended by the bus manufacturer and has been using a separate by-pass filter system in addition to the full flow filter to reduce and further control contaminates.  It is hoped that the Vortex, with its integrated cleanable, full flow and by-pass system will significantly reduce the busing operations filter purchasing and disposal costs.  A side benefit claimed by the filter manufacturer will be extended oil drain intervals.

The FLTT will assist by developing a test plan and conducting oil analysis to thoroughly investigate the filter manufacturer’s claims that their filter reduces and controls harmful contaminants, allowing oil drain intervals to be safely extended.
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
