Military Supply of Preservative Engine Oil (MIL-PRF-21260) in Jeopardy 
The primary additive responsible for the excellent preservative properties of oils meeting MIL-PRF-21260E is no longer being manufactured.  This lack of supply will result in the reduction and eventual depletion of products under MIL-PRF-21260E unless an alternative source is identified or specification requirements are altered.  The lack of availability of products meeting MIL-PRF-21260E could seriously jeopardize the readiness of military combat and tactical vehicles/equipment that are stored for extended periods of time or in corrosive environments.
Lubricating oils meeting the requirements of MIL-PRF-21260E are intended for the preservative, break-in, and operational use until the first scheduled oil change for compression-ignition engines, power transmissions, hydraulic systems, and non-hypoid gear units of military combat/tactical vehicles, engineer/construction equipment, and materials handling equipment.  Furthermore, many contracts and lube orders require the use of MIL-PRF-21260E as a pre-shipment/factory fill lubricant.   
In order to ensure the readiness of our combat and tactical vehicles a project should be initiated to identify possible commercial sources followed by a comprehensive testing program to assess the performance of the candidate products.  Currently, this project is unfunded.    
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
