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Michael D. Viggato

Deputy to the Commander

TACOM Life Cycle Management Command
Mr. Michael David Viggato became the Deputy to the Commander of the TACOM Life Cycle Management Command on 8 June 2009.

Mr. Viggato, a native of Buffalo, New York, began his professional career as an auditor in 1978, with the CPA firm of Clarence Rainess and Company in Amherst, New York, where he conducted audits of construction companies, and provided management advisory services for municipalities within western New York State.  In October 1980, he left auditing in the private sector to begin his government service with the US Army Audit Agency (AAA) in Warren, Michigan.  While in AAA, Mr. Viggato performed audits on Reserve Components training and readiness, as well as working with costs teams on major weapon platforms.
Mr. Viggato accepted a promotion as a Cost Accountant at the Tank Automotive Command working on Foreign Military Sales (FMS) in 1984.  He was responsible for the pricing and financial execution on FMS cases.  His financial expertise required him to travel overseas to resolve complex FMS billing issues such as the closure of the M60 tank line.
In 1988, Mr. Viggato’s acquisition career began, as a Senior Program Analyst in the Program Executive Office for Armored Systems Modernization where his responsibilities included management oversight of all PEOs procurement, RDT&E, and OMA appropriations.  He led a financial team which was responsible for the first PEO campaign plan that moved $1.5B dollars between appropriations.  In June 1997, he accepted the position of the Resource Manager for the Deputy for Systems Acquisition (DSA) Management in Warren, Michigan.  Within the DSA organization, Program Managers had offices located both in Warren, MI and Picatinny, NJ.  Mr. Viggato’s role as Resource Manager required leadership and technical expertise to guide those programs through POM builds and milestone reviews.  His responsibilities were increased in 1998 to include management and oversight of TACOM’s Army Working Capital Fund both in Warren, MI and Rock Island, IL.  
In January of 2000, Mr. Viggato accepted the position of Business Manager for the Interim Armored Vehicle later called the Stryker Brigade Combat Team (SBCT).  While in that role, he successfully guided the program through two ACAT 1 Cost Review Boards leading to; a successful LRIP DAB in November 2000 and then a full rate production DAB for eight of the variants in March 2004.  Later in May 2004, he was selected for the position of Deputy Project Manager for the Stryker Brigade Combat Team.  During that assignment he was responsible for the establishment of the Public Private Partnership between ANAD, GDLS and PM SBCT, and saw the first Battle Damaged Repaired Stryker by ANAD.
In April of 2007, Mr. Viggato was assigned as Deputy Program Executive Officer for Ground Combat Systems where he was responsible for the management and oversight of the PMs within the PEO to include the organization and management of all the civilian personnel, resource management, acquisition and program reporting.
Mr. Viggato earned his Bachelor of Science degree in Accounting from Canisius College, Buffalo, New York in 1979 and a Masters in Business Administration from Wayne State University, Detroit, Michigan in 1985.  He also completed the Program Manager’s Course at the Defense Systems Management College, Ft Belvoir.  Mr. Viggato is a Michigan licensed Certified Public Accountant as well as a member of the American Institute of Certified Public Accountants and the Michigan Association of Certified Public Accountants.
